The Bureau of Spill Prevention and Response (BSPR) and the Spili Product Evaluation
Group (SPEG) have reviewed the additional information which you submitted regarding your spill
cieanup produci catled SheenClean. This information was submitted to support your january 17,
2002 request to evajuaie the use of SheenClean for the remediation of petroleum product releases
on surface water. : ¥

The data submitted shows that the mixture of the active ingredients in SheenClean and
Na. 2 fuel oil are more toxic than the No. 2 fuel oil alone. However, the information alse shows
that the active ingredients in SheenClean alone are generally not as toxic to aquatic or marine life
as No. 2 fuel oi} and there may be instances where its use is appropriate.

Therefore, SheenClean may be considered on & case-by-case basis for the remediation of
petroleum product releases on surface water. Where SheenClean is being considered for use on
surface waters, the Division of Fish, Wildlife, and Marine Resources musi provide site specific
approval. Factors to be considered include, but are not limited to, appiicauion raies, proximity to
arcas of sensitive habitat, size of the spill; size of the water body, dilution avaiiability, flushing
rate, etc. X

The following conditions shail appiy i the use of SheenClean on eurface water in New
York State:

) All free product shall be physically removed to the maximum extent feasible before the usc
of SheenClean is considered.

2. The product label for SheenClean does not provide any information on product handiing
and usage. Without proper instructions for use the possibility for misuse increases. Since
application rates wiil vary based on the degree of contamination, the SheenClean product
label provided should be revised to include this information.
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3. It is expected that the owner or manufacturer of the product will be filing the necessary
information for listing on the NCP Product Schedule.

4. The user of SheenClean shall be liable for any environmenial or other damages which may
result from its use.

5 As appropriate, the BSPR and the SPEG may add or delete any requirements for
SheenClean based on any future data evaluations.

The review by the BSPR and the SPEG does not inciude an assessment of the product’s
effectiveness, nor does it constitute any approval, endorsement, or recommendation of any
commercial product or proprietary process. The review results only in the consideration of a
product for use in petroleum cleanups on & case-by-case basis, depending on the sensitivity of the
environmental resources affecied, and the appropriateness of its use under the physical
circumstances of the spill. No implied or implicit endorsement by the New York State
Department of Environmental Conservation is to be made by any sales promotion, or on any label,
advertisement, or technical literature.
